TO:  Heads of Federal agencies

SUBJECT:  GSA Fleet vehicle service rates

1. Purpose.  This bulletin provides fiscal year 2005 service rates for GSA Fleet vehicles.  Rates for most vehicles and optional equipment available are shown in Attachment A (see paragraph 8 for exceptions).

2. Applicability. This bulletin applies to GSA Fleet vehicles operated in the contiguous 48 United States.

3.  Effective date.  This bulletin is effective October 1, 2004.

4.  Expiration date.  This bulletin expires September 30, 2005.

5. Background.  

a. 40 U.S.C. 601-611 require GSA Fleet to recover all costs it incurs in providing vehicles and services.

    b. GSA Fleet rates are normally reviewed and adjusted once annually using this GSA Bulletin.  

6.  Charges.  

    a. GSA Fleet computes charges for vehicle assignment by adding the base monthly rate plus the per-mile charge in Attachment A.  For fiscal year 2005, GSA Fleet’s overall rate increase will be 3%. 

    b. GSA Fleet adds charges for optional equipment (OEM supplied) to the charges for vehicle assignment as shown in Attachment A. For fiscal year 2005, GSA Fleet’s overall rate increase will be 13%.

    c. Attachment A now includes rates for trailers and other vehicles.

    d. The overall rate increase for GSA Fleet customers for fiscal year 2006 is estimated to be no more than 3%.

    e. Customers with seasonal requirements may guarantee continued availability of assigned vehicles by paying the published monthly rate during the period of non-use.  Seasonal storage is not available for sedans and station wagons.

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7. Vehicle Selection Considerations.

    a. Section 102-34.45 of the Federal Management Regulation requires motor vehicle selection that achieves maximum fuel efficiency and limits vehicle body size, engine size, and optional equipment to what is essential to meet your agency’s mission. (P.L. 102-486, 42 USC §13212.)

    b. The Energy Policy Act of 1992 requires all Federal agencies to acquire 75 percent of all qualified fiscal year 2005 vehicle acquisitions with alternative fuel vehicles (AFVs).  GSA Fleet will provide as many varieties of AFVs as the manufacturers produce that are under contract by GSA Automotive.  Customers must commit to pay rates that recover the additional cost GSA Fleet incurs acquiring AFVs.    

    c. Executive Order 13149 requires a 20% petroleum reduction by 2005 compared with the 1999 base level.  In addition, the miles per gallon of new vehicle acquisitions need to increase by 3 miles per gallon by 2005 compared with FY 1999 acquisitions.

8. Rate Bulletin Exceptions.
    a. Rates for AFVs are not included in this bulletin but are available upon request because of the variety of payment options for alternative fuel vehicles.  Customers for whom GSA Fleet acquires new AFVs must commit to lease AFVs for at least 12 months.  Interested customers may visit our website at http://www.gsa.gov/vehicleleasing for further information.

    b. GSA Fleet publishes rates for special equipment (non-OEM supplied) in GSA regional FPMR bulletins, available from the servicing GSA regional fleet management office. 

    c. GSA Fleet assesses special rates for vehicles that customers operate in certain high-cost areas, or where GSA Fleet incurs additional expense to deliver new vehicles.  Such areas include the States of Alaska and Hawaii, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands, Johnston Island, Europe, and Asia.  Rates applicable to these locations are available from the servicing GSA regional fleet management office.

    d. Any vehicle with a purchase price of more than $75,000 will receive unique monthly lease and per mile charges.

    e. Special service vehicles listed in Attachment A are not suitable for high-speed pursuit or emergency driving.
