Joint Financial Management Improvement Plan (JFMIP) Property Management System:  Bruce Turner, JFMIP Staff

JFMIP is a joint undertaking of the Department of the Treasury, the Office of Management and Budget, the General Accounting Office, and the Office of Personnel Management, working together with each other and program agencies in the executive branch to improve financial management policies and practices.

It serves as a catalyst to stimulate action, mobilize resources and coordinate efforts to accomplish this objective.

Integrated financial management systems are the biggest obstacles to financial and program performance. Need to integrate property with core, acquisition, etc. 

There is an increased emphasis on fiscal accountability (FFMIA; ‘clean’ audit opinions, etc.) requiring improved data integrity. Agreeing on data requirements is a first step in the right direction.

New changes in laws (FASAB, UID’s) and increasing emphasis on property management and utilization. 

New emphasis on JFMIP requirements as the Financial Applications and Services layer of the Federal Enterprise Architecture.

The Charter of the group is to revise the government-wide JFMIP Property Management Systems Requirements document. The mission of the group will be to:
 Develop minimum acceptable requirements for what the system must be able to perform

 Consider value-added functionality

 Facilitate Commercial Off The Shelf (COTS) development

 Facilitate consolidation of financial statements

Logistics Management System Solutions Working Group:  Steve Mahaney, DHHS

The purpose of the work group is to create simpler, common, integrated business process/IT tools/services for logistics (property and supply) management that promotes transparency & integrity. 
 

Increase data sharing to enable better performance assessment and business decisions in logistics management. 

 
Develop a portal similar to the Integrated Acquisition Environment (IAE) model, housing major IT tools/services modules that form the framework to allow migration to a more consolidated and efficient logistics management environment.

The work group will canvass the Federal agencies including via web-based survey (Know Net) to determine what IT solution/services/contract vehicles exist. 
 
Analyze the data, and determine any potential IT tools, contracts, and shared services.

Negotiate for master contracts for IT solutions/services for use Government-wide.

Contract. A contract is scheduled to be awarded by the end of February 2004.

As an outgrowth of the U&D Study, MTP will be undertaking an Asset

Management Project to review the complete Property Management Life-Cycle

including the MTP regulations. The project should take about one year to

complete.

Executive Committee (PMEC) Activities composed of senior property management officials to offer a senior-level vision of important property

Management issues some of which are being forwarded to the ICPM for further
