Hot Intergovernmental Issues

Karen Evans – We need a unified federal message to states.

Erin Lee - Need to fine-tune what the technical message is for new governors and how technology can help them (looking for something others might have – want to be aligned with others).

Mark Shapiro – Broadband access is a big issue.  Many small communities have no Internet access.  Larger cities have problems with interoperability (wireless and other communications).

Matt Trail – Many CIO positions have transitioned recently.  Importance of the role of the CIO position must be communicated.

Bob Glasser – Determining the return on investment with technology is crucial.  How do we measure it?  Is there some established way?  Secure data exchange is another big issue.

Bert Jarreau – Big push to support the collection and distribution of sales tax on the Internet.  E-gov emphasis this year will be on how do we can best support our rural counties (working a lot with E-Grants on this).

Thom McCloud – To what extent the economy is having an impact on large IT projects?

Working extensively on GIS.

Molly Singer – Governmental coordination across all levels and the digital divide.

Dubrovka Juraga – Barriers in designing G to G collaboration methods and tools. 

Mosi Kitwana – Understanding the role of the city manger and the CIO and CFO.  This is key to horizontally integrating departments and extending partnerships.

Dave McClure – Council launched CIO Sages Program with former federal, state and local CIO’s currently with private sector or retired.  These former CIO’s will provide advice and collaboration to CIO’s at all levels of government.
