Excess Success Stories - Michigan

Scanning Equipment
Large volumes of scanning equipment and storage units were transferred from the Internal Revenue Service's Data Center in Detroit, Michigan, to GSA's finance offices.

The Ft. Worth, Texas, GSA finance office uses the scanning equipment to create a paperless environment. It is estimated that the finance office receives 10,000 pieces of paper a day. An accounting system scans every piece of paper that comes in daily. This process enhances the filing system and makes it easier and faster to retrieve needed documents. It also eliminates the loss of documents and creates a faster turn around.

The Kansas City and Central Office finance offices received some components from the units to convert microfiche and tape files to optical version files. The purpose of this transition was to create an online web program that allows for billing and possibly payment online thereby creating a paperless environment.
