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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU)

1. Purpose.
This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) establishes an interagency agreement between Enterprise GWAC Center for the Millennia Governmentwide Acquisition Contract (GWAC), U.S. General Services Administration (referred to as GSA hereinafter) and XXX referred to as Client Agency hereinafter) for direct order/direct bill tasks pursuant to the authority of the Information Technology Management Reform Act (ITMRA) of 1996, Pub. L. 104-106, Section 5702 and the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) designation letter, issued to GSA pursuant to ITMRA Section 5112(e).  This MOU and any modifications thereto become effective when signed by GSA and Client Agency.

2. Scope.
Under this MOU, GSA will provide support services to Client Agency.  

Once this MOU is fully executed, GSA will issue a letter of Delegation of Contracting Authority to the designated Client Agency’s Contracting Officer so that she/he can directly award task orders under Millennia.

3. GSA Responsibilities.  
Prior to issuing a Delegation of Contracting Authority to the Client Agency Contracting Officer, GSA will provide a briefing on the terms and conditions of Millennia;

GSA will review Client Agency requirements to ensure their appropriateness relative to the scope of Millennia;

GSA will issue a Delegation of Contracting Authority to the designated Client Agency’s Contracting Officer(s);

Provided GSA is kept apprised and informed of all contracting activities as they take place, GSA will provide complete support in the event of a protest when the issues concern the scope of Millennia;

GSA will provide timely responses to Client Agency inquiries throughout the contracting process;

GSA will inform Client Agency of all modifications to Millennia;

GSA will review sample task order files no less than once a year;

Upon request, GSA will provide limited assistance to Client Agency with the acquisition planning, including the preparation of procurement documents such as evaluation criteria and methodologies, technical evaluations, economic evaluations, award procedures, etc.;

Upon request, GSA will provide limited assistance to Client Agency with contracting activities such as pre-proposal conference(s), oral presentations, technical evaluations, economic evaluations, best-value determinations, etc.; and

Upon request, GSA will provide limited assistance to Client Agency with post-award debriefs.

4.   Client Agency Responsibilities

Client Agency will ensure that this MOU is signed by an official who is authorized to enter into interagency agreements;

Client Agency will fully comply with all applicable acquisition regulations and policies;

Client Agency will keep GSA apprised of all contracting activities as they take place during the solicitation, evaluation, and award process;

Client Agency will provide GSA with a copy of each task order and subsequent modifications within seven calendar days of award/issuance;

Client Agency will maintain open line of communication with GSA throughout the contracting process;

Client Agency will ensure prompt payments;

Client Agency will administer the task orders in accordance with Millennia terms and conditions;

Client Agency will ensure that all Millennia industry partners are provided a fair opportunity to be considered for award IAW Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 16.505(b).  Additionally, Client Agency will fully document any exception to fair opportunity and obtain GSA concurrence prior to proceeding with acquisition based on the proposed exception;

Client Agency will respond to any Congressional inquiry and Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) requests concerning any task order and applicable post-award actions;

Client Agency will prepare and issue Determination and Findings (D&F) for any disputes arising under the task orders.  Client Agency will resolve any TO problems or issues and will adjudicate all disputes with the concerned industry partner(s);

Client Agency will determine the necessity for task order termination for convenience or default and take appropriate actions, as required/necessary;

Client Agency will determine and issue security and privacy requirements for each task order that needs Department of Defense Contract Security Classification Specification (DD Form 254);

Client Agency will evaluate industry partner performance, using the evaluation format mutually agreeable to Client Agency and GSA;

Once all work is performed under each task order and all deliverables submitted and accepted, Client Agency will close out the task order as soon as practicable; and

Client Agency, upon request by GSA, will provide the Millennia PCO access to task order files for review.

5.  Security and Privacy Act Requirements
All task orders awarded under this MOU is governed by the provisions of the Privacy Act of 1974 and the Computer Security Act of 1987.  Should these provisions apply to a specific task under a task order, they will be included in the statement of work, the industry partner’s proposal and the awarded task order.

6.  Cancellation

Either Client Agency or GSA can rescind this MOU, providing a written notice is sent to the other party no less than 30 calendar days from the desired rescission date.  If this MOU is rescinded, all task orders awarded under this MOU will be processed throughout closeout and no new task order may be awarded.  If this MOU is rescinded by Client Agency, all costs resulting from the rescission will be born by Client Agency.

7.  Disputes and Protests 

If a dispute arises from the specifications, solicitation, award, performance, or termination of a task order and the Contractor disputes or protests to a forum--such as the GSA Task and Delivery Order Ombudsman, the Government Accountability Office, or a Federal Court--and the forum decides in favor of the offeror or the Contractor, Client Agency will be responsible for any and all damages.
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
