Proposed Rule Allowing State and Local Governments to Purchase Automated Data Processing Equipment from the Federal Supply Schedule 

Joel Hinzman led a discussion of state and local governments purchase of IT goods and services from Federal Supply Schedule 70.  GSA published a proposed rule entitled General Services Administration Acquisition Regulation; Federal Supply Schedule Contracts—Acquisition of Information Technology by State and Local Governments Through Federal Supply Schedules, in the January 27, 2003 issue of the Federal Register.

In the proposed rule GSA is proposing to amend the General Services Administration Acquisition Regulation (GSAR) to implement section 211 of the E-Government Act of 2002.  Section 211 authorizes the Administrator of GSA to provide for the use by States or local governments of its federal supply schedule for automated data processing equipment (including firmware), software, supplies, support equipment, and services (as contained in Federal supply classification code group 70).

The rule is expected to be approved in final form on or around April 19.
