Additional Comments:  

Since the survey was accessible to all Federal agencies via the internet, we asked agencies to follow their agency headquarters guidance when filling out the survey in order to avoid duplication. In 2002, 20 small agencies outside of the 63 agencies that reported in 2001 submitted reports (see Report, Appendix B, Table 7). We received data from 57 of the 63 agencies who reported in 2001 and used that data in the report for comparison analysis (see Report, Appendix B, Table 8). Six small agencies that reported in 2001 were eliminated as they did not report in 2002. Fifty-seven agencies that also reported in 2001 added to the 20 new agencies resulted in a total of 77 agencies reporting in 2002. Thus, the April 2001 and November 2001 datasets cannot be combined on a one-to-one matching basis.
