INTERAGENCY COMMITTEE ON PROPERTY MANAGEMENT MEETING

October 31, 2002

MINUTES

The Interagency Committee on Property Management (ICPM) convened on October 31, 2002, at the Old Post Office Building, 12th and Pennsylvania Avenues, room M-09, at 9 a.m.  

Attendees.  More than 60 people, representing 25 agencies, attended.  See the attached list.  

Proceedings.  

Welcome and Comments.  Bob Holcombe (GSA/OGP) welcomed the attendees to the ICPM meeting.  Following the welcome, Bob thanked Murray Welsh (NEA) for hosting the meeting.  

Federal Supply Service in 2003.  Dave Robbins (GSA/FSS) and Victor Arnold-Bik (GSA/FSS) discussed the personal property disposal process and the tools available to help agencies.  AIMS assists with internal agency screening and Xcess Xpress reduces screening times.  A proposed change to FEDS will eliminate extra login screens, allow APOs to grant FEDS access, include pictures, add electronic signatures, and develop automated “wants” lists.  The website, www.pay.gov, will be rolled out in early 2003.  FSS will reduce the number of distribution centers to four: Atlanta, GA, Denver, CO, Franconia, VA, and San Francisco, CA.  In 2003, FSS also hopes to increase electronic sales.  

The Property Act in 2003.  Margie Lomax (GSA/OGP) discussed the 50-year-old Property Act and the challenges to revising it.  Most of the Property Act focuses on real property, buildings are old, buildings are not “green”, and repairs and alterations are behind schedule.  GSA has tried unsuccessfully to move a property reform act through Congress for the past 2 years.  This year’s attempt will not pass wither.  GSA continues to be committed to property act reform and continues to move ahead as best as it can without reform.  GSA will reintroduce the property reform act during the next session of Congress, splitting real and personal property, if necessary.  

Governmentwide Policy in 2003.  Bob Holcombe (GSA/OGP) discussed the new and on-going initiatives in OGP.  ADMS is undergoing an Independent Verification and Validation (IV&V) review.  The ADMS contract is on hold until the IV&V is complete.  The contract award for CFL is underway and will include a new private sector page.  The Professional Development Task Group continues to work with HHS on its distance learning initiative.  The PMEC has completed its charter and plans to work with the ICPM, NPMA, NASASP, and USA in 2003.  OGP is currently taking nominations for the Miles Romney Award.  

Property News.  Steve Michelsen (DOE) discussed the new ASTM standards for property management.  Additional information is available at www.astm.org.
