FMR 102-34, Motor Vehicle Management Update
GSA, Office of Governmentwide Policy, Vehicle Management Policy Division plans to publish an amendment to the Federal Management Regulation (FMR) 102-34-- Motor Vehicle Management, later this summer.  The amendment will include changes to the regulation that have been planned for some time and in some cases are already being put into practice, but have not been formally codified in FMR 102-34. For example, the requirements to obtain Government license plates from UNICOR, Federal Prison Industries and the corresponding elimination of the requirement for Federal agencies, operating vehicles primarily in the District of Columbia (DC), to obtain US Government tags from the DC Department of Motor Vehicles, have already been implemented. The upcoming regulatory amendment codifies these requirements. Furthermore, the proposed amendment puts into regulatory form the reporting requirement, which has been observed for several years of reporting governmentwide vehicle information to GSA via the FAST system.  We also plan to publish in this regulatory amendment the requirement stemming from the Fleet Review Initiative (FRI) that agencies implement a vehicle management information system.  Other vehicle management recommendations from the FRI may be later published as regulatory requirements after we have completed our discussions with the Office of Management and Budget on those proposed requirements.  However, because we know the other recommendations in the FRI are best practices for vehicle management, Federal agencies should feel free to implement them even though they are not yet codified in FMR 102-34.
