Executive Order 13423:
Strengthening Federal Environmental, Energy, and Transportation Management

Signed January 24, 2007


Summary

· Executive Order 13423 consolidates five executive orders: EO 13101, EO 13123, EO 13134, EO 13148, and EO 13149. 
· Applies to

· Any agency that operates a fleet of at least 20 motor vehicles

· Vehicles in the 50 United States, the District of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Guam, American Samoa, the United States Virgin Islands, and the Northern Mariana Islands
· Vehicle exemptions:

· National Intelligence vehicles

· Law enforcement vehicles (must be used for law enforcement at least 75% of the year)

· Emergency response vehicles (must be used for emergency response at least 75% of the year)

· Military tactical vehicles

· Vehicles that are part of a manufacturer product evaluation or test

· Vehicles that are not licensed for use on all roads and highways

· Federally owned vehicles operated solely by Indian nations or state-run Fish and Wildlife services

· Additional exemptions may be obtained through DOE

· Requirements:

· Reduce petroleum consumption by 2 percent annually through FY15

· When calculating include fuel use from all vehicles: light-duty, medium-duty, and heavy-duty unless they meet one of the exemptions

· Measured relative to the baseline year 2005 petroleum usage levels

· If an agency fails to meet the 2% reduction in any year, they must reduce the percentage missed plus the 2% reduction due for the following year

· Develop agency strategies to meet this goal

· Increase alternative fuel use by 10 percent annually

· When calculating include fuel use from all vehicles: light-duty, medium-duty, and heavy-duty unless they meet one of the exemptions

· Measured relative to the prior year’s alternative fuel usage levels

· If an agency fails to meet the 10% increase in any year, they must attain the percentage missed plus the 10% increase due the following year.  

· Use plug-in hybrid electric vehicles (PHEVs) vehicles when commercially available and cost competitive
· Data and Tracking

· Agencies must provide compliance data to DOE no later than December 31 of each year, beginning with FY07.
· Agencies will need to track vehicle acquisitions and inventory, mileage, fuel consumption by fuel type and other relevant data

· DOE shall specify the reporting format and collection method of data

· GSA Fleet shall supply monthly fuel use data by tag for GSA leased vehicles.

	“Right size” by using the smallest size and number of vehicles required for a task
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	Work with other government and private organizations to develop additional alternative fuel infrastructure
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	Reduce miles traveled through agency shuttles, videoconferencing, mass transit, etc
