Patrick O’Grady opened the meeting with an update of the tasks from the previous working group meeting held on June 17th.   These tasks included collection and distribution of freight delivery procedures and distribution the Mail Facility Guidelines.  All participants agreed that they had received the information.

After discussing the internal transportation security guideline procedures, all participants agreed that additional information is needed to better understand where the Federal transportation programs are in developing transportation security plans.  Consequently the working group decided the best way to obtain this information was a set of question and survey the Federal transportation community. 
The remainder of the time was spent creating a draft questionnaire targeting the Federal Transportation Manager.  The intent is to determine how many agencies currently have transportation security plans, and how many are developing transportation security plans.
The survey mission: this questionnaire is an attempt to gather the level of preparedness that the federal transportation programs have achieved since 9/11.   By determining the number of transportation security plans either in place or under development and by assessing: 1) how many programs have transportation security plans in place, 2) how many programs are developing transportation security plans, and 3) how many programs want assistance in developing security plans 
The Outcome: this information will help MTLdetermine the scope of assistance agencies require in developing security plans.  
All formatting concerns such as where the Yes and No boxes are and how much  space is given to the open-ended questions will be taken care of when at the time the questionnaire is formatted for the Web.
