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Initial Task Force Meetings: At the first meeting (October 2006) of each Task Force, the Task Force and Secretariat staff will evaluate the charge, determine if any changes are needed, and establish a timeline for the work of the group.  As necessary, the Task Force may determine that additional members are needed to add expertise or provide assistance.  In general, the Task Force will consist of IAC members and ex officio members, as well as other FACA professionals, as appropriate.  Membership composition is at the discretion of the Task Force Chair.  The Task Forces are as follows:
Task Force on Federal Advisory Committee Training Development - The Task Force is established to provide the GSA Committee Management Secretariat (Secretariat) and the IAC with advice and recommendations on required professional training for Federal employees whose duties and responsibilities involve application, interpretation or compliance with provisions of the Federal Advisory Committee Act (FACA) and other federal statutes and regulations applicable to Federal advisory committees.

Task Force on Federal Advisory Committee Regulatory Development - The Task Force is established to provide the GSA Committee Management Secretariat (Secretariat) and the IAC with advice and recommendations on regulatory development and improvements to ensure proper interpretation of the Federal Advisory Committee Act (FACA) and related documents (including Executive Orders, OMB Circulars, Presidential guidance, and other statutes and regulations).  The primary duty of the Task Force is to evaluate the current FACA Regulations (41 CFR 102-6 and 103-2) (FACA Rule) and determine where changes are required to clarify language, improve understanding, correct inconsistencies, or update how the FACA Rule addresses other laws.  The Task Force will recommend necessary changes to the FACA Rule.
Task Force on Federal Advisory Committee Performance Measurement - The Task Force is established to provide the GSA Committee Management Secretariat (Secretariat) and the IAC with advice and recommendations on how best to measure the performance of Federal advisory committees.   The Task Force will compile and evaluate existing performance measures used by Federal agencies to evaluate their advisory committee performance, and use this information to:  a) develop generic performance measures for use by Federal agencies to evaluate their advisory committees; b) develop a governmentwide performance measurement system for use by the Secretariat in evaluating the entire Federal advisory committee inventory; and c) develop best practices that can be used by Federal agencies in their Federal advisory committee evaluation, measurement and compliance assurance programs.

Task Force on Federal Advisory Committee Information Systems - The Task Force is established to provide the GSA Committee Management Secretariat (Secretariat) and the IAC with advice and recommendations on how best to collect, interpret, evaluate and disseminate information on Federal advisory committees.  The Task Force will: a) evaluate the needs of the governmentwide FACA community and determine what information needs exist; b) identify necessary outputs and reporting functions needed to help Federal managers obtain the most accurate and current information on their advisory committees; and c) evaluate the existing GSA web-based FACA Database and develop recommendations on functional improvements to the system and types of output reports needed.
