GSA’s Policy for Arranging Telecom Service

in Buildings Leased from the Private Sector 

(issued 9/14/00)
In the rapidly evolving world of telecommunications, GSA seeks to obtain the best array of services at the lowest cost for its customers, the federal agencies.  Our approach centers on encouraging competition for the provision of telecom services, whether in federally owned buildings or in private sector buildings where we are a leaseholder.

Basis for Local Telecom Services Procurement

In order to capitalize on the Telecommunications Act of 1996, which set the stage for local service competition, GSA embarked on the Metropolitan Area Acquisition (MAA) program.  The MAA program is a competitive procurement for local voice, data and video services that seeks to bring the government’s buying power to bear in major metropolitan areas.  This competitive procurement essentially establishes GSA’s preferred providers for local telecom services.  You can learn more about this program at 
http://www.gsa.gov/telecominbuildings.

Requirement for Provision of Access 

In order for our customers in leased buildings to take advantage of the considerable cost savings available through the MAA program, the GSA is now requiring our private sector building owner partners to provide access to those telecommunications companies that have been awarded MAA contracts.  New language in GSA’s Solicitation for Offers (SFO) spells this out.  GSA is taking the same approach in our owned portfolio by providing access to MAA providers of wireless local telecom services as well as wired. Application of this Policy

It is important to note that GSA’s new policy is in no way intended to compel private sector owners into granting access for all telecom providers.  Instead, this policy applies specifically to buildings prospectively served by an MAA vendor in a given metropolitan area.  Neither does our policy specify the terms and conditions under which access is to be provided.  Instead, GSA’s approach emphasizes these basic points: 1) The Government reserves the right to contract for its own telecom services on behalf of our collective customer base; and 2) We expect that our partners in the commercial real estate industry will facilitate that right.

One additional note: this policy took effect November 17, 2000 and applies to leases executed after that date.  While the approach does not formally cover leases executed before that date, GSA hopes that private sector lessors who have signed earlier leases will similarly furnish our ‘preferred’ telecom providers with access.  The same federal agencies, after all, are being served through those earlier lease agreements. 

Locations of MAA Contract Awards

As of March 31, 2001, MAA contracts have been awarded for the following locations:

· New York: AT&T.  Service area includes the five boroughs of New York City; Lower Westchester county, NY; Nassau county, NY; Western Suffolk county, NY; Hudson county, NJ; Southern Bergen county, NJ; Eastern Essex county, NJ; Eastern Union county, NJ; Eastern Passaic county, NJ. 

· Chicago: AT&T.  Service area includes all sites within the Chicago city limits. 

· San Francisco: AT&T.  Service area includes all sites in the city and county of San Francisco. 

· Buffalo: Verizon (formerly Bell Atlantic) and AT&T.  Service area includes Erie county. 

· Cincinnati: Winstar Communications.  Service area includes Hamilton county.  

· Cleveland: Ameritech Corp. and AT&T.  Service area includes Cuyahoga county. 

· Los Angeles: Winstar Communications and Pacific Bell.  Service area includes the mainland Los Angeles county. 

· Baltimore: Winstar Communications.  Service area includes the city and county of Baltimore plus the area of Anne Arundel county (District 5) around the Baltimore Washington International Airport. 

· Atlanta: Winstar Communications and Bell South.  Service area includes the                counties of Clayton, Cobb, Dekalb, Douglas, Fulton, and Gwinnett. 

· Miami: Winstar Communications and Bell South.  Service area includes Dade and                                Broward counties. 

· Indianapolis: Winstar Communications, SBC Global Services and AT&T.  Service area includes Marion county plus Clay Township in Hamilton county and                     Pleasant Township in Johnson county. 

· St. Louis: Winstar Communications and Southwestern Bell.  Service area includes the city and county of St. Louis in Missouri plus the counties of Madison and St. Clair in Illinois. 

· Minneapolis: Qwest (formerly USWest) and Winstar Communications.  Service area includes Hennepin and Ramsey counties as well as the city of Columbia Heights in Anoka county and Eagan in Dakota county. 

· Dallas: Southwestern Bell, Winstar Communications, and AT&T.  Service area includes Dallas and Tarrant counties, and encompasses the cities of Dallas and Fort Worth. 

· Denver: AT&T, Qwest Corporation (formerly US West), and Winstar Communications.  Service area includes the entire county of Denver, the northern portion of Jefferson county to include the town of Golden (the Golden and Northeast

Jefferson Minor Civil Divisions), the southeast portion of Adams county to include   Commerce City (the West Adams, North Aurora, and Commerce City Minor Civil Divisions), and the western portion of Arapahoe county (to include the South Aurora and Southwest Arapahoe Minor Civil Divisions). 

· Boston: AT&T, Southwestern Bell, Winstar Communications, and Verizon (formerly Bell Atlantic).  Service area includes the city of Boston, as well as the counties of Essex, Middlesex, Norfolk, Plymouth and Suffolk. 

· Albuquerque: Qwest Corporation (formerly US West).  Service area includes Bernadillo county into the localities of Belen, Estancia, Laguna Acoma, Los Lunas, Moriarty, Mountainair, Pena Blanca, and Tijeras. 

· Boise: Qwest Corporation (formerly US West).  Service area includes Ada county.            

· New Orleans: Bell South.  Service area includes the parishes of St. Charles, Jefferson, and Orleans, the town of Belle Chasse (located in the Plaquemines parish), and the towns of Chalmette, Arabi, Meraux, Violet, and Poydras (all located in St. Bernard parish).

· Philadelphia: AT&T and Winstar Communications.  Service area includes the counties of Philadelphia and Delaware (located in Pennsylvania) and the cities of Camden and Trenton (located in New Jersey).

· San Antonio: Southwestern Bell and Winstar Communications.  Service area includes all of Bexar County.

Please note that, over the coming months, GSA will be extending the MAA program, awarding contracts to local telecom service providers in the following cities:

· Kansas City

· Detroit

· Salt Lake City

· Norfolk, VA

· Oklahoma City

· Seattle
