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Is a contractor that uses a GSA Fleet Vehicle required to have liability auto insurance or is the contractor covered by the government’s ‘self insurance’?

This is a pure contracting issue.  It should always be addressed in the solicitation and contract.  If it were not stated, the contractor would assume that the government would accept the liability and not include the cost of insurance in the bid.  Normally, contractors that are authorized to use government furnished vehicles under the contract are required to provide their own insurance per the language of the contract.

The bottom line is that it should ALWAYS be addressed in the contract.
