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Electronic 2020 Form W-2 is now available

All employees may now go to www.employeeexpress.gov and print a copy of their 2020 Form W-2.  Employees who registered online to receive an electronic W-2 will not receive a paper copy of their W-2 in the mail.   

If you chose to receive a paper copy of your W-2, it will be postmarked no later than January 31, 2021.  Employees should allow sufficient mailing time to receive their 2020 Form W-2.  

Identity Theft Guideline  
[bookmark: _GoBack]In an effort to reduce identity theft, we are following IRS guidelines to help minimize this problem.

The IRS has finalized regulations to allow employers to voluntarily truncate employee social security numbers (SSNs) on copies of Forms W-2, Wage and Tax Statement, furnished to employees after December 31, 2020 [84 F.R. 31717, 7-3-19 

You will only notice the last 4 digits of your SS# on your W2 (Box a)
This change only affects the employees W2 Form.  All other forms that have been submitted (IRS, SSA, etc) show the full SS#.

If you would like a detailed explanation of your 2020 W-2 go to www.gsa.gov/payroll and click on Tax Information in the list on the left hand menu.  Then select Explanation of Wage and Tax Statement (IRS Form W-2).  

The 2020 Form W-2 covers wages paid to employees for pay periods beginning December 22, 2019, and ending December 19, 2020.  The General Services Administration (GSA) reports Form W-2 information on all employees to the IRS and all applicable state and local tax authorities.  Employees should examine their Form W-2 closely for legibility and completeness.
