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Project Summary 

The General Services Administration (GSA) proposes short term lease extensions for up to 
402,822 rentable square feet (rsf) for the Department of Defense (DOD) located at the Skyline 
Place, 5275 Leesburg Pike, Falls Church, VA. 

The 2005 Base Realignment and Closure Act (BRAC) requires that DOD tenants in leased space 
relocate to DOD owned space by September 2011. The current leases expire September 16 and 
October 3, 2011 and may need to be extended in the event that DOD is unable to move by 
September 2011. Since this is a short-term requirement, GSA has determined that it is not 
practical to consider relocating DOD prior to their BRAC relocation date.
