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ARRA Community Impact:

Healthier, Greener, Better Educated Neighborhoods with High Quality Jobs

GSA – Federal High-Performance Green Buildings Programs
Highlights—The U.S. General Services Administration will spend $5.5 billion to convert federal buildings into high-performance green buildings, renovate and construct federal buildings and courthouses and renovate and construct land ports of entry.  These projects, selected based on their potential to put people to work quickly and convert federal buildings into high-performance green buildings, range in scope and size from installing energy-efficient lighting fixtures for $14,000 to designing and constructing a new federal agency headquarters complex for $450 million.
Benefits—Recipient communities will see improvements in Federal buildings where the American public comes to secure essential government services and federal employees come to work on behalf of the public. There is ample opportunity for small, local businesses to get involved with these building projects that will create jobs for construction workers, carpenters, plumbers, electricians, architects, and engineers in local communities across the country.

Here are a few examples of the building projects that GSA will undertake with Recovery Act funds:

· Energy-efficiency upgrades to almost 200 Federal buildings across the country

· Expansion of the Land Port of Entry in Nogales, Arizona

· Construction of a new Federal Courthouse in Austin, Texas

· Green modernization of the IRS Service Center in Andover, Massachusetts
