A preliminary list is being reviewed within the Administration.  
PROGRAM MANAGEMENT OFFICE (PMO) - Given the complexity of project management, GSA will form a nationally managed, regionally executed PMO dedicated to managing reinvestment funded projects. It will be staffed with experts and as appropriate, will draw from resources across the Public Buildings Service and the Federal Acquisition Service.  The PMO will maintain an aggressive schedule and will be supported and mirrored by teams in each region.  It is anticipated that the PMO will be functional within the Public Buildings Service, Central Office, by mid-March.
