Next Quarterly Meeting: June 2010 
Patricia Waddell and Damon McClure made introductions. They assured everyone that the mission remains the same, though the management has changed. Damon McClure emphasized that he and Patricia Waddell would manage the IT Center together and that he is responsible for the 1102’s in Schedule 70 and elsewhere in ITS.
Angela Jones gave an update on the New Technology Subcommittee Action Items and their status. They are still reviewing the exclusion of IT Schedule 70 from the L FSS-400 Clause. 

Tessa Dorsey presented a briefing on the recent Refresh of the Solicitation (#25) and the two new COMSATCOM SINs being the most significant changes. Due to the inclusion of the COMSATCOM SINs, the vendors are to submit their offers in 3 volumes so a technical review can be done while the pricing and corporate evaluation is being performed. See briefing for more details.

Sheila Garrett gave an overview of the implementation of the COMSATCOM SINs. Her branch in Ft. Worth will be the ones handling the COMSATCOM contracts and offers.  See briefing for more details. She stated that contracts will be transferring to her Branch in the near future. She also stated that her staff had been trained and they are ready to process incoming offers with COMSATCOM SINs.
Dennis Harrison spoke next and stated that the OMB 1718, Federal Desktop Core Configuration is being applied through BPAs today (Smartbuy) and is not applicable to the Schedule.  But he requested Industry feedback on the impact of the Federal Desktop Core Configuration implementation. Discussion on its impact and that it is limited to Microsoft Windows XP or Vista was raised. Industry took the action to provide feedback.

Van Tran provided a status on the Training and Communications Subcommittee’s actions and provided a briefing on past and future IT Forums. Industry offered to assist in helping get the word out for the upcoming IT Schedule 70 events.
In the discussion about communications, Damon McClure stated that the Special Notice had been posted to let the vendors know that the Infrastructure as a Service (IaaS) cloud computing RFQ would be coming out soon. Damon encouraged industry to look at the Special Notice and the upcoming RFQ and send in your questions through the appropriate channels to get the questions answered about this effort.

Julie Kesterson provided an eTools briefing from the last meeting and expressed that there was good representation at the meeting, how they whittled down the list of systems within their scope, and they are focusing on improving the communications with CIO and eTools user community.
Cheryl Thornton gave an overview of the status of completed actions for the Policy subcommittee and introduced Cheryl Harris (Acquisitions Operations – Policy for IT Schedule 70) and Warren Blankenship (Office of the Chief Acquisition Officer). 

Mark Lee gave a presentation on Acquisition Management (AM) and Schedules related issues that are being tracked, such as FAR Part 51 Deviation, the Service Contract Act, e-Verify applicability, Counterfeit IT Products, and Contracts Online:

· Acquisition Management will be offering training at Expo on the implementation of FAR Part 51 Deviation. 
· A Service Contract Act team has been pulled together and is being led by VA Schedules program and will be focusing on ensuring clear roles and responsibilities between GSA and Dept. of Labor, and ordering activities.  
· The applicability of the e-Verify to the Schedules was reviewed and the exceptions to the clause were outlined in the briefing.

· Mark Lee requested feedback from the Council on counterfeit IT products – such as ways to develop greater assurance, liability, competition aspects, supply chain risk management. 
· Most of the discussion was on the “Contracts Online Phase II” which is being implemented in April timeframe. A mass mod will go out to all the schedules contractors to capture exceptions to Terms and Conditions. Contractors with exceptions will be denoted on the GSAdvantage! Acquisition Management stated that they will work to better communicate how this is being implemented and what the GSAdvantage! System will show and how much is being displayed regarding the exceptions. Actions were taken for AM to follow up with industry. This effort is in the spirit of a more transparent government and will allow the customer agencies the ability to know up front the exceptions, if any.
Judith Nelson followed this discussion with a status of where AM is on the issue of expiring contracts at the end of their “Evergreen” life. She and her team are looking at it tactically for the short term and the strategically for the long term. She also gave an update on the State and Local market.
In conclusion, Paul Pitera noted during the meeting that he had reviewed the results of a Grant Thornton CIO survey and how it would be beneficial for all to review it.  He took it as an action to send out the link.

Ed O’Hare spoke briefly and mentioned his own goals for ITS which are: the Networx transition, Alliant contract success, and making the IT Center the best center possible (and start with the basics – answering phones, emails, etc.).  He also stated that he would like to go all electronic in processing offers and mods.
The meeting wrapped up with a review of the Action items added to the list.  Below are the new action items.
