Executive Summary
ITIGC Quarterly Meeting

December 1, 2009
Welcome – Mary Powers-King

Ms. Powers-King introduced Damon McClure, the new Director of QTA.  
Ms. Powers-King announced her retirement, effective January 3, 2010.

Action Item Status update – IT Schedule 70 Management Team
The IT Schedule 70 Management Team reported the status of action items from the August 17, 2009 ITIGC meeting.  See attached.
Solicitation update – Angela Jones

· There are two new SINs for Commercial Satellite Communications (COMSATCOM) and will be published in Refresh 25: 132.54 and 132.55.

· Requirement to submit three volumes with Paper Offers will be added to Refresh 25: Contract Data, Technical Proposal, and Pricing Proposal.
· A consolidated list of GSA Points of Contact was added.
· A question on the most current TAA clause not being in the current solicitation was resolved – it will be included in Refresh 25.  SWS automatically updates the clauses when a refresh occurs.
Industry update – Paul Pitera

· Mr. Pitera asked for the results of the “regional” Marketing meetings (IT Forums) that the IT Acquisition Center conducted in FY09.  
· He also asked for new information regarding GSA’s “Cloud Computing” Initiatives.  
· Industry representatives also provided updates on the Service Contract Act (SCA) and E-Tools. Acquisition Management (AM) is working on the applicability of SCA and Schedule 70.
· Questions on the RFI for the Cloud Computing initiative were raised. This was posted publicly and is an initiative in the CIO’s office.

Acquisition Management update - Mark Lee

Mr. Lee discussed the following: pending legislation on the requirement for VA to meet small business goals; green/environmental initiatives; recovery funds and providing eBuy to local governments; OMB; the GSAR rewrite (noting one big change is the CSP format); the recent GAO report on BPAs; the digitization effort; and Enterprise Acquisition system effort. (Note: Industry really appreciated being part of the requirements workshop for EAS).

A question on cooperative purchasing came up and it was stated that Gary Feit sent letters to state Attorney Generals to find out if there were state/local issues in using the schedules.  He is to provide results in December.  Will the Council hear the results at the March 2010 meeting?
The GoldStar mass mod will be coming out soon to capture exceptions to T’s and C’s – with a goal towards transparency.

A question was asked on the use of BPAs and how agencies are confused on BPA single awards vs. sole source.  AM will write up a FAQ to clarify.
Discussion on the SCA and its impact was held. AM stated they would talk with industry first before a policy is issued.

In addition, Mark discussed FY10 initiatives, including strengthening internal and external training (especially with the GSAR rewrite and implementation of changes), and using blogs, webcasts, social media, etc.

ITIGC Policy Subcommittee update - Cheryl Thornton / Ron Segal
Ms. Thornton and Mr. Segal discussed:

· Adding Support Services clarification in the price list.
· Dropping NAICS codes by SIN – and that impact.
· Reduction of temporary extensions and improved options processing (e.g., process options as a mod).
· Industry stated that IT Professional Services are not sold substantially commercially, so how are they evaluated?
· Industry said there is an issue for resellers on the limitation of pass through charges, multi-tier especially. OEM, reseller – all need a fair profit.

· Question on Open ratings vs. PPIRS. FAR Case 2006-22 requires Agencies to put past performance in PPIRS over 100K. 

Rapid Action Mod (RAM) – Judith Nelson
The implementation of “RAM” occurred in November ‘09. It is available for contractors using eMod to process administrative-like mods this way.  The system is automatically updating FSS Online without the CO/CS having to do so manually.  CO’s  only system input action is to approve, reject or clarify.  Training is coming soon.

Sheryl McCurnin raised an issue on where the contractor’s procurement analyst (who has rights to create a mod, but has no authority to sign) had his/her signature on a RAM mod.  Judith Nelson will look into the contractor’s permission levels for signature authority for RAM.
Option to Extend Improvement Process update – 
Cheryl Thornton / Boris Arratia  
Mr. Arratia is working on process improvement with team members from IT Schedule 70 and AM.  He is researching procedures and roadblocks from an internal view and he would also like an industry view.  In process improvement, options are important.  He discussed the Current State, critical path, future state, related long-term initiatives, target FY10 initiatives to achieve the future state, a business case, next steps, and the estimated timeframe.  His group plans to deliver the research results to Jim Williams in January 2010.  

In conclusion, Cheryl Thornton discussed how Schedule 70 is analyzing the procedures for the Option to Extend Improvement Process internally and it is in line with this MAS wide initiative. 
New Topics for IT Schedule 70 – IT Schedule 70 Management Team
· Cloud Computing was added to the ITIGC New Technology Subcommittee.

· Julie Kesterson of SenSoft International, Inc. was elected as an ITIGC Council Member and as the Industry Chair Lead for the ITIGC eTools Subcommittee.

· Strategic Sourcing Initiative – what is IT Schedule 70’s participation?

· Industry stated that the transitioning of Schedule 70 contracts has not been smooth lately and little notification on when there is a new CO/CS assigned.  (Ft. Worth received a large number of contracts and will send out notifications).
· Industry mentioned that they still have CO’s disallowing multi year rates for labor.
