Excess Success Stories - North Dakota

Spirit Lake Tribe
The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) contacted GSA to request assistance with the disposal of 85 trailer homes. These 12' by 60' homes were brought to Grand Forks, North Dakota, for use by families displaced by the massive flooding that resulted in a federally declared disaster. FEMA was assisted in their efforts to transfer the homes to the Spirit Lake Tribe at the Devil's Lake Sioux Indian Reservation in Fort Totten, North Dakota. GSA assured FEMA that the transfer could be accomplished with the assistance of the Bureau of Indian Affairs in Aberdeen, South Dakota. After many obstacles were resolved and with the cooperation of all concerned, a Memorandum of Agreement was created. As a result, 85 families on the reservation were the beneficiaries of virtually new homes.
