DaimlerChrysler is recalling 131,441 MY 2000 and 2002 Jeep Grand Cherokee sport utility vehicles. The plastic blades of the electric motor driven cooling fan may separate and penetrate the shroud. If this occurs while the hood is open, a person in the vicinity of the engine could be struck by the blade and injured.  Dealers will replace the electric cooling fan modules free of charge.  This recall was the subject of a Preliminary Evaluation, PE05-039, conducted by the Office of Defects Investigation.  06V-199
