Excess Success Stories - South Dakota

A call to the Ellsworth Defense Reutilization and Marketing Office (DRMO) indicated that they had two snow removal units awaiting repair or a decision to excess. The base was contacted and immediately started repairs and initiated a request to have the units released. By the following morning, the units were ready and made available for the South Dakota National Guard to move. As it turned out, three units were made available and put into service plowing out the state.

In addition, two National Parks (Yellowstone and Rocky Mountain) were contacted and offered use of their equipment with reimbursement. Unfortunately, the rate was in excess of what the state could afford. GSA contacted the Wyoming National Guard, Wyoming State Agency Surplus Property (SASP), Colorado SASP, Department of Defense National Blanket Program Coordinator, National Resource Conservation Service, U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, and the Bureau of Indian Affairs. As a result, a snow cat with trailer was transferred from the Wyoming SASP, and a truck mounted snowplow was transferred from the Colorado SASP.
