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Installation Status Report
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In the early 1990’s, the Department of the Army recognized the need for better tools to manage and maintain its large inventory of real property.  The Installation Status Report (ISR) is an innovative and affordable real property management tool that assesses facility conditions and performance (Quality data) and housing requirements (Quantity data) against Army-wide standards.

The ISR is reported annually from all Army installations and is one of three reports that the Department of the Army provides to the Department of Defense and Congress to report on its readiness.  The building tenants collect the data through the use of ratings sheets that they complete.  Because it is used by the military, the rating system is compatible with established military schemes and easily understood by commanders.  Cost data is then developed from these ratings sheets.  The ISR shows the condition and performance capabilities of facilities.  At the installation level, the ISR data can highlight “hot spots” that require attention.
