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The Public Buildings Service, National Capital Region (PBS, NCR) has seized the opportunity to promote environmental excellence through its newly designed “stormwater pollution prevention” initiative.  The objective of this initiative is to import a basic understanding of the causes of stormwater pollution and the types of activities that require stormwater permits, as well as to provide an invaluable reference tool for GSA facility managers.  Training on implementing the stormwater management plan was provided to NCR property and project managers regionwide.  NCR is integrating this environmental initiative throughout the organizational culture by actively encouraging everyone in the region to consider the impact of their projects, activities and operations on stormwater and the environment.  NCR’s comprehensive management plan compiles and disseminates best management practices and stormwater pollution prevention measures for all GSA facilities within NCR.

As the program is still in its infancy, it is still too early to assess the results in terms of reduced runoff and/or pollution.  However, NCR believes that full implementation of this stormwater management plan will contribute significantly to overall improvement of water quality of local streams, rivers, and the Chesapeake Bay.  Furthermore, the program is designed to be easily adapted and implemented within other GSA regions nationwide.
