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GSA’s Greater Southwest Region teamed up with Trigen – Oklahoma City Energy Corporation to utilize waste heat to generate electricity, at no cost to the government.  GSA reached an agreement to allow Trigen to construct a pressure reducing station in the basement of GSA’s Post Office Courthouse in Oklahoma City.  In return, Trigen agreed to remove existing abandoned chillers and boilers from the basement, and to install a back-pressure steam turbine to generate approximately 164,000 kilowatts and $10,000 per year in electricity, to the benefit of the government.
