GSA's Mid-Atlantic Region engineered a Backfill/ Marketing Lease Campaign for the Middle River, MD depot.  The depot, containing about 1.7 million square feet, had a significant amount of vacant space due to a reduction in space by long-term clients.  An interdisciplinary team was formed to attract new clients.  New tenants were identified to fill over 500,000 square feet of vacant space resulting in increased annual rent of $500,000.

GSA's National Capital Region developed a request for qualifications (RFQ) and used the process for outleasing underutilized assets under Section 111 of the National Historic Preservation Act: The General Post Office Building, Washington, DC.  Three tools were created including a Preservation Notebook, an Historic Property Projects Database, and a Web Page.
