SUBJECT.  Relocation Allowances—Standard Mileage Rate for Moving Purposes
1.  What is the purpose of this bulletin?  This bulletin informs agencies that on December 3, 2009, the IRS announced a $0.075 cent decrease in the Standard Mileage Rate for moving purposes from $0.24 cents to $0.165 cents per mile.  This new Standard Mileage Rate for moving purposes is effective January 1, 2010, through December 31, 2010.  Thus, the reimbursement rate for privately owned vehicles (POV) used in conjunction with official relocation will also be $0.165 for the same period.  

2.  What is the background of this bulletin?  GSA published a notice in the Federal Register on January 2, 2009 (74 FR 107) announcing GSA Bulletin FTR 09-03 that specified that the IRS Standard Mileage Rate for moving purposes would be the rate at which agencies will reimburse an employee for using a POV for relocation worldwide.  The notice also indicated that GSA would publish a bulletin announcing any changes to that rate made by the IRS thereafter.
