Activities:

1. The meeting generally followed the agenda.  Mr. Robert Holcombe/MT led the meeting.  
2. Tom Ruckdaschel/DOD gave a briefing of the Property Management Workforce initiative at his agency.  Core Competencies are an integral part of the PMEC Issue #2.
3. A discussion was held on any additional updates to the consensus standards. It was recommended that Jim Begis and Freddie Martinez attend the Interagency Committee on Standards Policy (ICSP) meeting on January 17, in Bethesda on the relevance of the Committee’s activities and our efforts. After attending, we determined this is a high level group involved in the annual report to OMB and the Congress as required in the Technology Act. 
4. Status of Bulletins: Jim Begis reported on the status of Bulletin B14 (photographs): Signed Dec 1, 2006, Bulletin B15 (Disposal of IT): in GSA’s Legal office, Bulletin B16 (Stewardship of Assets): Provided for comment by PMEC members.

5. Bob Holcombe provided an update on the status of several MT Regulations:

· FMR 102-35 – General Regulation – Package is in GSA Legal Office for review prior to being released as a Final Rule (Updated Information – as of 1/30/07, package is back within OGP for approval)
· FMR 102-37 – Donation – Final rule package (including Lightstations and Lighthouses) is at OMB.
· FMR 102-38 – Sales – Changes being made to incorporate provisions of Federal Asset Sales initiative.  Package is going through GSA review in preparation for release as a proposed rule.  (Updated Information – As of 1/30/07, package is at OMB for review and approval)
· FMR 102.39 – Exchange/Sale – Undergoing GSA’s internal Red Border Review

· FMR 102-40 – Hazardous Items – Conversion from FPMR 101-42.  Reg has been sent to OMB for review and approval before release as a proposed rule.

5.  Transitions:  Marty Wagner and John Sindelar have announced their retirements.  Kevin Messner is the Acting Associate Administrator of GSA’s Office of Governmentwide Policy.  Also, Steve Mahaney has retired from HHS.  The PMEC collectively voted to provide Steve with some type of recognition for his years of service to the community and to the PMEC in particular.
