To be considered for federal art projects nationwide, please submit the following materials to GSA (We prefer materials in digital format on a CD, and they must be PC friendly files):

A completed copy of the GSA Form 7437.


Up to 20 representative images of your work created within the last ten years.  Please submit the images in jpeg format, sized at approximately 7.5 x 10 inches @72 dpi.  Use JPEG file names with your name and a number, like this: Alexander Calder 01, up to Alexander Calder 20.  Please also include a slide list in a Microsoft Word compatible document, listing the title, date, media and dimensions of each artwork.


A current resume, saved in a Microsoft Word compatible document.  This resume should include: museum or public commissions/collections, recent exhibition history, and awards, honors and grants.

Please mail your materials to the address below and make sure to properly protect your CD in a cardboard sleeve and place it in a thick fiber padded or other non-plastic envelope.  Any type of plastic CD packaging will melt during security screening and therefore damage your CD.
