The GSA SmartPay® Program, the world's largest Government charge card program, provides charge cards to agencies/departments throughout the Federal Government.  There are currently over 350 agencies/organizations participating in the GSA SmartPay® program, spending more than $26 billion in FY06, through 98 million transactions on approximately 3 million charge cards.

In FY06, the GSA SmartPay® program remained the preferred Government payment program for micro-purchase, travel and fleet transactions. GSA and our industry partners continued to update and enhance the electronic program management systems, providing customers agencies with state-of-the-art tools to manage program information.

In FY06, GSA-
· Exercised the fourth option period with the five banks supporting the GSA SmartPay® Program and worked with agencies to ensure task order options were properly exercised. 
· Focused on preparations for the recompete of the GSA SmartPay® Master Contract as a major initiative in FY06. In May 2006, the GSA SmartPay® program office posted the draft Request for Proposals on FedBizOpps for the next generation of the government charge card program, GSA SmartPay® 2.  Over 1000 comments were received by industry and government parties.  The SmartPay® final Request for Proposals was posted on September 28, 2006 and closed on January 22, 2007.  GSA SmartPay®2 will replace the current charge card program with new technologies, more options, better services and new levels of excellence.

· Designed new charge cards for the GSA SmartPay®2 contract for the four business lines:  travel, purchase, fleet and integrated. 

· Released “A Guide for Managing Your GSA SmartPay® Travel Charge Card Program”. This guide is intended to assist the travel charge card Agency/Organization Program Coordinators (A/OPCs) in managing his/her agency’s travel charge card program.  
· The online Travel Charge Cardholder training, “Charting the Course” was revised to include OMB Circular A-123 Appendix B requirements as well as a new quiz.

· Tracking abilities were updated for the Purchase Charge Card A/OPC Training, to allow for certificates to be printed from the training site.

· Updates were made to the online Purchase Cardholder training, “Blueprint for Success” to incorporate OMB Circular A-123 Appendix B requirements as well as requirements for information related to the increase in the micro-purchase threshold and FPDS-NG reporting. 

· To help educate GSA SmartPay® program managers, the 8th annual GSA SmartPay® conference was held in St. Louis, MO, August 1-3, 2006.  Over 3,500 program coordinators, representing 350 agencies and organizations, attended.  The conference theme, “Explore New Heights” provided hands-on training, best practice sessions and information on the GSA SmartPay® recompete for A/OPCs.  The overall object of the conference was to help A/OPCs manage their agency’s card program(s) and bring them to new levels of success.  With more than 200 courses, lectures, roundtables, computer labs, technical demonstration centers and exhibit booths, this conference was a definite success. Market share of the program for each bank was distributed as follows in FY06:
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Overall Program Statistics
The number of purchase card transactions decreased slightly in FY06, but total dollars spent in using the purchase card increased to $17.8 billion.  Transactions processed using the travel card decreased from just over 42 million in FY05 to slightly over 40 million in FY06.   The fleet charge card experienced an increase in transactions processed from 23 million in FY05 to over 32 million in FY06.
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Program Statistics by Business Line – Purchase
The graph below shows historical trends for the GSA SmartPay® purchase card program.  FY06 purchase card statistics show approximately $17.8 billion in spend; 25 million transactions and 299,000 cardholders.
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Program Statistics by Business Line – Travel
The graph below shows historical trends for the GSA SmartPay® travel card program.  FY06 travel card statistics show approximately $7 billion in spend; 41 million transactions and 2 million cardholders.
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Program Statistics by Business Line – Fleet
The graph below shows historical trends for the GSA SmartPay® fleet card program.  FY06 fleet card statistics show approximately $1.8 billion in spend; 32 million transactions; 659,000 cards
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Across all three GSA SmartPay® business lines, the total number of transactions increased in FY06.  This demonstrates continued improvements in payment performance which resulted in an increase in agency refunds.  Agency refunds are based upon each agency’s net charge volume.  In FY06, agency refunds across the government increased by $38 million from the total in FY05.   The $38 million increase provided agencies, as a whole, with over $156 million in refunds, in FY06.
