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GSA SIGNS LEASE FOR NEW CPSC TESTING LAB IN ROCKVILLE

Facility to Replace Outmoded Lab at Former NIKE Site in Gaithersburg


WASHINGTON, DC – The U.S. General Services Administration (GSA) announced today that it has signed a lease at 5 Research Place in Rockville, MD, to accommodate the Consumer Produce Safety Commission (CPSC) testing laboratory.  The lease is for 63,582 rentable square feet of space for a 10 year term.  Jones, Lang, LaSalle represented GSA as the broker in the procurement.

“This procurement culminates extensive discussions between GSA and CPSC about how best to meet their needs for a modern testing facility,” commented Regional Commissioner Bart Bush, with GSA’s National Capital Region.  “Since 1975, CPSC has conducted their critical product safety tests in an outmoded former Army NIKE missile system site with almost all original buildings and limited space for expansion.  This new site will give them the space they need in up to date buildings.”
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
