· USA.gov is the only comprehensive source of official government information. 

· USA.gov gives the public access to federal, state, local, territorial, and tribal government websites and resources. 

· USA.gov provides you with online government services, news, and images. 

· USA.gov provides you with access to information in Spanish through GobiernoUSA.gov.

· Search results from USA.gov are grouped in relevant categories and based on popular demand—not on paid advertisements or blogs. 

· USA.gov automatically takes you to the right government page—you don’t need to know which agency to contact. 

· USA.gov gives you access to information that you need at every age—whether you’re 1 or 100.

· Visitors to USA.gov can access all information 24 hours a day, seven days a week, 365 days a year. 

· Visitors to USA.gov can e-mail questions and comments in English and/or Spanish for a response within two business days. 

· Visitors can get online personal assistance from 12 noon to 8 p.m. ET Monday through Friday.

· Visitors to USA.gov can sign up for free e-mail alerts when new content is added to USA.gov’s most popular pages.

· USA.gov offers free RSS feeds to keep visitors on top of government news and information.

· There is no advertising on USA.gov.
