Summary of Rates and Fees, FY 2010 


Overview of GSA Funding

GSA acquisition and property management activities are funded by intra-governmental revolving funds.  GSA’s revolving funds allow the Agency to procure products and services on behalf of other Federal agencies, and then collect reimbursement for those goods on delivery to the customer.  This flexibility allows GSA to consolidate requirements from multiple Federal agencies for similar products and services and leverage the buying power of the government to procure goods and services for lower costs, more advantageous terms, and better quality.  

The majority of GSA operating costs must be recovered through rates or fees charged for services rendered and commodities provided.  GSA sets rates annually, based on statutory authorities, including the requirement that GSA fully recover costs incurred in providing services to Federal customers.  GSA is committed to providing best value pricing to its customers, and constantly evaluates rate structures for opportunities to adjust fees charged.  Any reductions in the cost of providing services are immediately passed on to customer Federal agencies through reduced rates.

GSA’s operating budget includes both the cost of goods sold and operating costs.  GSA’s fiscal year 2010 budget request includes estimated obligations of $23.9 billion.  Most funds (about 97%) are reimbursements from Federal customers for acquisition or management activities financed by GSA revolving funds.  In FY 2010, GSA received annual appropriations of $804 million, about 3% of total planned obligations.

GSA Mission and Goals  
GSA was established in 1949 to consolidate the acquisition and management of the Federal government’s real property, supplies, and administrative services.  Today, GSA is the lead acquisition agency for the Federal government and provides superior workspaces for Federal agencies and their employees.  For more than sixty years, GSA has meant excellence in the business of government for Federal agencies and for the American taxpayer.

GSA and its Revolving Funds 
GSA delivers products and services to customer Federal agencies primarily through two intra-governmental revolving funds: The Acquisition Services Fund (ASF) finances the acquisition activities of the Federal Acquisition Service (FAS), and the Federal Buildings Fund (FBF) finances the real property management and related activities of the Public Buildings Service (PBS).  

A third revolving fund, GSA’s Working Capital Fund (WCF), provides for centralized administrative support activities (including financial management, human resources, and legal counsel) and certain other, common costs.  The WCF is financed by payments from the Acquisition Services Fund, the Federal Buildings Fund, and other GSA accounts.  This system of payments ensures that the full cost of delivering GSA products and services is charged to the ASF and FBF and is recovered through GSA rates and fees.  
Acquisition Services Fund (ASF) 
· The Federal Acquisition Service (FAS) recovers the cost of acquisition and delivery of products and services through the Acquisition Services Fund (ASF).  The ASF is a full-cost-recovery revolving fund that provides Federal agencies with a broad range of acquisition services.  

· The ASF is authorized by the General Services Administration Modernization Act of 2006 (P.L. 109-313, 40 U.S.C. § 303).  The statute authorizes the Administrator to establish rates to be charged to agencies receiving services that fully recover costs and provide for the long-term capital requirements of the ASF.  

· The ASF has statutory authority to retain earnings to cover the cost of replacing fleet vehicles (Replacement Cost Pricing), maintaining supply inventories adequate for customers needs, and funding investments specified by the Cost and Capital Plan.  Any additional earnings in excess of expenses must be returned to Treasury as miscellaneous receipts.  

Federal Buildings Fund (FBF)

· The Federal Buildings Fund (FBF) is an intra-governmental revolving fund that finances the real property management and related activities of the Public Buildings Service.  Principal activities include the operation, maintenance, and repair of GSA-owned and leased buildings, and the construction of Federal Buildings, U.S.  Courthouses and Land Ports of Entry. 

· The FBF was established by the Public Buildings Amendments of 1972 (Public Law 92-313) and is authorized by 40 U.S.C. § 592.  Statutory authority for the FBF requires fees that approximate commercial rates (with the exception of reimbursable services, which are priced for full cost recovery).

· Rental payments collected by the FBF may only be expended after they are authorized as New Obligational Authority (NOA) in annual Appropriations Acts.

· The balance of the revenues and collections in the FBF not authorized for use in a particular year’s Appropriations Act remain in the Fund until authorized for use in future Appropriations Acts.  

Working Capital Fund (WCF)

· GSA’s Working Capital Fund (WCF) is an intra-governmental revolving fund that provides a full range of administrative shared services functions within GSA and to select agencies outside of GSA.  The WCF provides a corporate framework for providing common support services including human resources, personnel policy, and administration; centralized accounting, payroll, and travel support; information, data and communications services; acquisition policy; legal advice and services; budgeting and financial management; equal employment opportunity services; oversight of GSA contracting activities; and emergency planning and response. 
· The WCF was established by the Independent Office Appropriations Act of 1946 (Public Law 79-49) and is authorized by 40 U.S.C. § 3173.  The statute authorizes the Administrator to establish rates to be charged to entities receiving services that fully recover costs and provide for the long-term capital requirements of the WCF.  
· The WCF charges the ASF and FBF for services rendered, and for a pro-rated share of certain common costs.  This method of internal billing ensures that the costs of centralized and common activities are passed on to GSA’s customer-facing organizations, so that those organizations can ensure that the full cost of GSA operations is recovered in GSA’s rates and fees.  
FY 2010 Rate Structure of the Acquisition Services Fund
The following provides an overview of the fee structure of Federal Acquisition Service business offerings.  The fee structure varies with the service delivery functions of the various programs.  FAS manages the acquisition and delivery of customer orders through four portfolios: Integrated Technology Services (ITS), Assisted Acquisition Services (AAS), General Supplies & Services (GSS), and Travel, Motor Vehicles and Card Services (TMVCS).  

INTEGRATED TECHNOLOGY SERVICES (ITS) PORTFOLIO 

ITS provides Federal customers with a wide range of telecommunications services and end-to-end IT solutions through a variety of acquisition vehicles, including IT Multiple Award Schedules (“Schedule 70”) and Government-Wide Acquisition Contracts (GWACs).  

Wide Area Networks

Networx and FTS 2001 - The Wide Area Networks program provides high quality, low cost global telecommunications products and services including voice, data and video transmission.  A 7% surcharge is applied to recover operating expenses associated with this program, in addition to recovering the costs of contract development and administration.  These contract costs include customer service, program management, commercial market monitoring, security testing & accreditation, inventory compilation and billing services.  Retained earnings are used to fund non-recurring transition costs associated with contract expiration. 

Other Program Offerings – In addition to Networx and FTS2001, the program provides a number of other offerings, commonly referred to as Niche contracts.  The main niche offerings include Satellite Services and Federal Relay Services.  The rates on these services are as follows: 

· 2% for Satellite Services which are ordered directly by the agency and billed directly to the agency by the vendor using GSA contract vehicles

· 7.8% for Federal Relay Services which are ordered by the agency and billed directly to the agency by the vendor.

· 1.62% of the FTS2001/Networx contract billing as a surcharge for agencies without a Federal Relay task order with the vendor.

Regional Telecommunications 

Regional Dial-tone Services – The costs of dial-tone service are recovered primarily through a line rate that is set at a level that enables GSA to recover its costs of providing the service.  Other costs that are directly related to the customer order such as mileage charges and features (e.g., call forwarding) are charged to the ordering Federal customer.  An additional order-processing fee is charged by the program to recover its direct operating expenses associated with the order processing activity.  

The average of each Region's line rates are provided in a Rate Chart included below. 

Expanded Services (Telecommunication Task Orders) – A surcharge that generally ranges between 2% - 9% is applied to the task order.  The assisted service rate is designed to reflect level of effort necessary for the Regions to recover their costs; specifically, it was based on the graduated rates that had previously been developed for the IT Solutions guidance.  The Connections contract also includes a 1% contract access fee (associated government fee) that is applied to all orders and is automatically included in any quotes provided by our industry partners.

Commercial Tolls – A surcharge of 16.6% is applied to commercial toll call billing by the vendor. Operating expenses associated with this program are recovered through the surcharge.  The program encourages customers to utilize the Long Distance Network (which applies a 7% surcharge) over commercial networks for long distance calls to benefit from the lower rates.

Multiple Award Schedules and GWACs
These programs apply a fixed rate of .75% of vendor sales through schedules.  Revenue is submitted directly from the vendors to the program and is used to cover operating expenses associated with this program. 

ASSISTED ACQUISITION SERVICES (AAS) PORTFOLIO 
AAS compliments the ITS portfolio by providing management services that assist agencies in acquiring and deploying IT products and services, as well as a full range of other professional services.  AAS uses a standard national pricing/rate structure that applies to all projects using a straight mark-up based pricing structure.  The objective of this pricing strategy is to fully recovery costs while maintaining an overall average rate of 4%.

NOTE: Exceptions to the minimum fee structure established above must be approved by the respective Assistant Regional Administrator (ARA) and the Office of Assisted Acquisition Services.  
The minimum rates displayed above cover the cost of basic assisted acquisition services, which include: 

· Review of statement(s) of work (SOW), deliverables, acquisition planning, project or delivery schedules, and contract award; and

· Conducting a competitive acquisition to award; and managing client funding and contractor payments; and task order closeout.

Additional services may require a surcharge rate above the minimum in order to adequately recover all costs.  Examples of additional services include: 

· Significant consulting on acquisition issues

· Significant SOW revisions or development

· Complex acquisitions

· Multiple deliverables requiring review or multiple delivery points

· Cost plus and/or mixed contract types

· Extensive task order competition issues, such as industry days, due diligence, or past performance reviews

· Management of complex funding issues

· Extensive project management or contract administration issues
FEDSIM
The Federal Systems Integration and Management Center (FEDSIM) provides project management and related expertise to support the implementation of large and complex information technology solutions in Federal agencies.  

FEDSIM fees are based on labor rates (below) which are billed as work is completed, plus a 1.15% transaction fee on all awards (on both original action as well as modifications). This 1.15% fee has both a floor (minimum fee) and a ceiling (maximum fee).  The floor for both original actions and modifications is $1,000.  The cap is $125,000 for both original actions and modifications for existing work.  There is no cap for new projects signed after October 1, 2009.

CISS
Center for Information Security Services (CISS) - In addition to Labor and Surcharges, CISS has a Recurring Monthly Rate (RMR) they charge for warranty service for IT equipment. 

Professional Services 
A surcharge that ranges between 3% - 5% is applied to the task order.  The percent charged is determined by the type and size of the acquisition as well as how much customer assistance the customer requires post-award.

GENERAL SUPPLIES & SERVICES (GSS) PORTFOLIO 
GSS provides customer Federal agencies with a full line of personal property services, including procuring tools, equipment, office supplies, furniture, managing supply schedules, and disposing of surplus personal property.

Global Supply 
Stock Program - The cost of goods sold are recovered dollar-for-dollar from customers placing orders and receiving the given products.  In addition, a planned surcharge of approximately 44% is applied to recover operating expenses associated with this program. The rate for this program includes the total costs of acquisition, depot operation, and transportation of products through the distribution system and warehouses at any point on the globe. 

Special Orders Program (SOP) - The cost of goods sold is recovered dollar-for-dollar from the customers receiving the goods.  In addition, a surcharge of approximately 11% is applied to recover operating expenses associated with this program.  The program does not charge a minimum transaction fee on customer orders. 

Multiple Award Schedules and GWACs 
These programs apply a fixed rate of .75% of vendor sales through schedules.  Revenue is submitted directly from the vendors to the program; and is used to cover operating expenses associated with this program. 

Personal Property Management 
Personal Property Exchange For Sale - Program operating expenses are recovered through fees charged to customers based on proceeds from the sale of a given item.  The fee ranges from 6% for items with proceeds greater than $250,000 to 25% for items that generate sales proceeds from $1,000 to $5,000.  In situations where items generate less than $1,000 in sale proceeds, $250 of the proceeds are retained to cover program costs.  If less than $250 is generated in sales proceeds, the entire amount generated is retained. 

TRAVEL, MOTOR VEHICLES & CARD SERVICES (TMVCS) PORTFOLIO 
TMVCS manages several programs that are unified by their highly-leveraged purchases for the benefit of the entire Federal Government.  Services provided include: travel and relocation services, motor vehicle acquisition, fleet management, and charge card services.  

Vehicle Acquisition and Leasing 
GSA Automotive Program - The cost of goods sold is recovered dollar-for-dollar from customers receiving the goods.  In addition, a surcharge of approximately 1% is applied to recover operating expenses associated with this program.
GSA Fleet - Computes charges for vehicle assignment through a base monthly rate plus a per-mile charge which covers the cost of the vehicle and operating expenses associated with this program.  Leasing rates vary by vehicle class and usage.

Travel and Transportation 

Household Goods Program - Program operating expenses are recovered through fixed rates of 2.5% for domestic shipments and 1.5% for international shipments per average shipment charge.

Freight Program - Program operating expenses for this program are recovered through a 6% surcharge on the shipping fee paid to the vendor for services rendered.

E-Gov Travel Program - Program operating expenses are recovered through a fixed rate of $3.50 per processed voucher through an E2 solutions vendor. 
Travel Services Solutions (TSS) Schedule - This program provides access to commercial travel agent services that include, but are not limited to, travel reservations, ticketing for air and rail travel, and lodging.  The cost for administering this portion of the program is recovered through a transaction fee of $1.50 that is assessed to customers.  Additionally, this program provides access to commercial travel consulting services that include, but are not limited to, travel systems analysis, travel policy development and analysis, market research, and training.  The cost of administering these schedule services is recovered through a fixed rate of 0.75% of vendor sales.

Transportation, Delivery and Relocation Solutions (TDRS) Schedule – This program provides delivery and relocation services to customers.  The cost of administering these schedule services is recovered through a fixed rate of 0.75% of vendor sales.  The Federal Strategic Source Initiative (FSSI) portion of this program which falls under the DDS2 contract includes a 1.25% administrative fee in addition to the .75% fee of vendor sales.  This contract was awarded to UPS in FY 2010.
SmartPay® and City Pair Programs - These programs are funded via rebates from the usage of the Government wide purchase/travel cards.  These programs collect four basis points (0.04%) of the total value of the purchases to cover program operating expenses.

FY 2010 Rate Structure of the Federal Buildings Fund

The following provides an overview of the fee structure of Public Buildings Service (PBS) property management services.  PBS acquires leased or Government-owned workspace solutions that best meet the mission requirements of the customer.
Government-owned space 
Government-owned space is priced by an appraisal, based on comparable real property assets.  The appraised value sets a market rate for assessing rent that is valid for a five-year period.  In certain situations, it may be infeasible or impractical to appraise a property; for these assets, PBS uses Return on Investment (ROI) pricing for rent charges.  This usually occurs where there is no comparable market on which to base a rate, typically where the asset is in a remote location or has special features of construction, such as in Land Ports of Entry or U.S. Courthouses.  

Any additional services provided to the tenant agency are recovered through a Reimbursable Work Agreement (RWA).  RWAs recover the additional costs of above-basic services not covered in rental payments.  Examples include overtime utilities, enhanced custodial services, and renovations or repairs to space.  

Leased space 

In leased space, PBS rates are based on the actual lease contract cost and the cost of any additional conventional building operating services that PBS provides which are outside of the lease (for example, janitorial service provided by PBS), plus an 7 percent fee.  All operating costs that PBS pays to the lessor are passed through to the customer agency.  When PBS adjusts payment to the lessor, the rent to the customer agency is also adjusted.  In 2008, PBS secured new leased space for our clients at rates on average of 9.4% below market rates.  

Sixteen months prior to the beginning of each fiscal year, PBS distributes an OMB-approved Rent Estimate to all agencies occupying PBS space.  The estimate projects the amount of rent agencies will be charged based on their current occupancy.  This information, along with anticipated changes in space, is provided to assist tenant agencies in developing their annual budget requests.
