Resolved by the Committee on TransporWlion and lnfrastruclure ofthe U.S. House o/Represe11talil1es, that 
pursuant to 40 U.S.C. §3307, appropriations are authorized for a replacement lease ofup to 290,000 rentable 
square feet ofspace, including 17 official parking spaces, for the Depa11ment of Education currently located at 
550 12'h Street SW, 555 New Jersey Avenue NW, and 1990 K Street NW, in Washington, D.C., at a proposed 
total annual cost of$14,500,000 for a ]ease term ofup to 15 years, a prospectus for which is attached to and 
included in this resolution. 

Approval ofthis prospectus constitutes authority to execute an interim lease for alJ tenants, if necessary. prior to 
the execution of the new lease. 

Provided that, the Administrator of General Servic~s and tenant agencies agree to apply an overall utilization rate 
of t 80 square feet 01· less per person. 

Provided that, except for interim leases as described above, the Adminish·ator may not enter into any leases that 
are below prospectus level for the plll'poses ofmeeting any of the requh-ements, or portions thereof, included in 
the prospectus that would result in an overalJ utilization rate of J80 square feet or higher per person. 

Provided that, to the maximum extent practicable, the Administrator shall include in the lease contract(s) a 
purchase option that can be exercised at the conclusion ofthe firm term of the lease. 

Provided further, that the Administrator shall r~quire that the delineated area of the procurement is identical to the 
delineated area included in the prospectus, except that, if the Administrator determines that the delineated area of 
the procm·ement should not be identical to the delineated area included in the prospectus, the Administrator shall 
provide an explanatory statement to the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of 
Representatives prior to exercising any lease authority provided in this resolution. 

Provided further, that the General Services Administration shall not delegate to any other agency the authority 
granted by this resolution.
