d.  Take or send Tag Number 2 to Buildings (or Depot)
     Manager.  
2.  EMERGENCY SHUT DOWN
a.  Close Valve.    
b.  Take any necessary action to prevent damage.  
c.  Fill out top section of Tag Number 1 and all of Tag 
     Number 2.
d.  Immediately notify Buildings (or Depot) Manager and  
     take or send Tag Number 2 to the Buildings (or Depot)
     Manager.
3.  OPENING TAGGED VALVE
a.  Open Valve.    
b.  Seal Valve open (if required).
c.  Test system to make sure that the water supply has
     been properly restored.
