· Swimming pool equipment and supplies 
· Musical instruments 
· Customizable awards, medals and ribbons 
· Live animals used for laboratory research and testing 
· Food, candy and drinks 
· Executive Order(s) excluding products and services: 
· Gender Ideology (E.O. 14168): Federal funds may not promote gender ideology; MAS offerings violating this are excluded. 
· Offerings Based on Climate-Related Revoked E.O.s (E.O.’s 14148, 14154, 14236): Revokes prior E.O.s and removes related requirements and preferences, excluding offerings related to the social cost of greenhouse gas emissions, social governance, environmental justice, and corporate social responsibility. Products and services supported by statutory authority remain within the scope of the MAS program. 
· Paper Straws (E.O. 14208): Agencies must eliminate procurement and use of paper straws. 
· DEI Programs (E.O.s 14151, 14173, Jan 22, 2025 Fact Sheet): Terminates diversity, equity, and inclusion programs and preferences in federal contracting; MAS offerings violating this are excluded. 

Firearms and Ammunition: GSA will not award weapons such as firearms, live ammunition, explosives, foreign replica weapons, inert ordnance and artillery weapons under this Solicitation. This also includes components that are solely used to produce functional weapons. Components that will not be awarded under this Solicitation include, but are not limited to, barrels, chambers, bolts, trigger groups, stock, magazines, rockets, grenades, grenade launchers, mines and mortars, cases, primers, powder, and projectiles. 

This exclusion does not apply to non-lethal ammunition types intended to be used for training, safety, and marking purposes. 

Drones/Unmanned Aircraft Systems: GSA will not award any Drones/Unmanned Aircraft Systems (UAS), as defined in 49 USC Ch. 448, in response to this Solicitation except those drones included on the Defense Contract Management Agency's (DCMA) Special Programs Unmanned Systems-Experimental (US-X) Blue UAS Cleared List.

**FAR 52.240-91(c) (Alternate I) (DEVIATION) further prohibits delivery of any FASC - prohibited unmanned aircraft system, which includes unmanned aircraft (i.e., drones) and associated elements (i.e., the equipment required for control and operation, such as communication links and the software or systems necessary for their safe and effective functioning). On or after December 22, 2025, Contractors are prohibited from operating or using Federal funds to procure or operate a FASC-prohibited unmanned aircraft system. 

CONUS/OCONUS Requirements: Some requirements may apply only to applications in the Continental United States (CONUS), Alaska, Hawaii and Puerto Rico. Definition: Government data means any information, (including metadata), document, media, or machine-readable material regardless of physical form or characteristics that is created or obtained by the Government, or a contractor on behalf of the Government, during official Government business. 

End-of-Support (EOS) date: This requirement is applicable to all product offers under the Multiple Award Schedule program. 

EOS Definition: Hardware devices firmware, and software versions that no longer receive timely, supported updates from the original equipment manufacturer, including patches for Common Vulnerabilities and Exposures (CVEs), security updates, software fixes (hotfixes), and defects.
